Bartlett spoke very quickly, but he
was extremely knowledgeable and often went back over concepts to
improve understanding. Having a midterm would have helped to diffuse
the huge amount of information covered.

Loudon did not convey enthusiasm for the material. His lectures
were frequently unrelated to the topics in the reading. Loudon’s lecturing
improved toward the end, but mispronunciations and use of nicknames
for historical figures were confusing. Despite obvious knowledge of the
material, it was presented in a disorganized manner; a website with lec-
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ture notes would have been helpful.

Ward spent time making sure that students knew how to write a
proper history essay. A few students did not enjoy Ward'’s lectures style,
they found her to be repetitive and that she read from her notes too much.
